The IMF puts Greece in absolute subordination regime

The MoU (memorandum of Understanding) signed is unfair and unconstitutional
The attitude of the EU, European and Greek banks
The corruption of politicians and international speculation led Greece to the brink of bankruptcy and the European Union decided that this was a very good opportunity to exploit this for its own interests. Greece is a paradise of arms purchases for countries like France and Germany, so they have both negotiated with great interest for Greece, every country in its own way and mask. At the same time, many EU governments want to advance some pretty hard and unfair measures and the threat of " Greece’s Syndrome " was the best excuse and a tool of intimidation. Spain, France and Italy are the first countries in the footprints of Greece, taking decisions on wage reductions, cuts in pensions and reduction of development funds and to the quality of life of the average citizen. And why the EU needs the IMF? Firstly to further dramatize the situation, but mainly to take measures that go beyond its jurisdiction. The Maastricht agreement prevents any interference in the private sector and at the same time, the involvement of the IMF takes away the responsibility from the EU over for efficiency of the measures.

The European Union should theoretically protect itself  BY CALLING AS A BODY THE DEBT FREEZE by the World Bank. Instead, the German and French banks in particular, continue to profit at the expense of European citizens. On the other hand Greek banks operate as "branches" of the big banks and work with the largest lending rates in Europe. Simultaneously, the Greek governments continue to supply banks with huge amounts, and their taxation is outrageous in proportion of their excess profits.
Excessive defense spending
A huge national wealth wasted in defense spending. Greece is the fifth country worldwide to import arms, while the competitions of the Ministry of Defence is protected by a "national secret", directed by civilian and military staffs far away from inspiring us any kind of trust. It is estimated that over 20% of current debt comes from defense spending.
The truth of the IMF and the impact on our lives
The entrance to the IMF in the country play a key role in increasing social inequality since it is only interested in the welfare of economic indicators and not people and therefore indifferent to the consequences in unemployment and the quality of life which will be dramatically reduced. The IMF is the official organ of the corrupt and unjust economic system in which we live. The IMF has created serious economic and social problems in almost all countries where involved. Poverty, unemployment is very high and over the most vital public enterprises into the hands of multinational companies (with priority areas of water, electricity, transport). We are witnessing the most unjust measures against the Greek people with the first impact to be felt in reductions in salaries, pensions, insurance, employment and pension rights.
It is clear that Greece is entering a very painful path. Start by cutting wages and benefits in the public sector and increase the cost of living in large indirect taxes, continues with the insurance bill. The whole economic chain is affected dramatically affecting virtually every economic class except the major financial capital. The wage cuts in a piece of the population will dramatically reduce the movement of real money, precluding more and more citizens to cover their bank debts, thereby passing their assets to legal loan sharks, Banks.

Officially bondservants
The government now admits that it does not decide on the course of the state but the MoU signed on 11 May 2010 (or others say on 8 May). This last period the relevant ministries handle the economy, insurance, retirement and internal organization and functioning of the State deliberately declare in short terms that we are a state occupied by the famous "troika". Obviously this is a violation of sovereignty of the country and it is immoral and unconstitutional. Greek citizens are required to legally offend the agreement with IMF and cancel it, thus creating a strong example for other nations in similar homage situation.
What should be done?
The current government has tried to persuade the false dilemma "IMF or chaos," MoU or chaos” by presenting it as "one way road". On the other hand, the 'INVISIBLE' everyday man, indignant by now, request the return of stolen (from the scandals of the politicians), abolition of the IMF from the country and cancellation of the outrageous MoU. And this is now a deep social need that is absolutely necessary in order not be driven to social explosions without limits.

Necessary TODAY:

· To denounce the MoU signed as unconstitutional and abolition of the IMF from the country.
· To confiscator the properties of those involved in scandals 
· Check the amount of debt and exploring which part of this is illegal (unfair interest), claiming freeze debt alliance with other European countries, removal of part of debt to become a realistic goal repayment 
· Drastic reduction in defense spending 
· Imposition of tax excess profits (Tobin Tax): Banks and companies with large profits made that are not reinvested.
