The meeting took place in Camfrog without difficulties
1) WwWaV bulletin commission
We saw that there has not been so much news in these weeks and it was asked whether to produce a reduced bulletin or include articles from different sources that are interesting for us.
A chat was fixed to interchange among the bulletin team with those interested.
2) Spokesperson commission 
A declaration of support was made for the President of Argentina on the occasion of the death of her husband.  No more updates.
3) Website commission 
In these weeks the website has come to a stop.  It was agreed between Jana and Tony to meet physically either in Prague or Krakow to advance.  There are several subjects for referendums that are dependent on this.

4) Physical meeting
It was agreed for the WCT to meet physically some time between the 23rd and 27th of February.  A team has been put together coordinated by Tony to see the logistics and the contents of such a meeting.
5) Campaign commission 
Before entering into this theme of campaigns we saw how the atmosphere is of the organisation in each country where the representatives of the WCT live.  Despite a few excellent examples of activities in various parts of the world, among which it is worth highlighting the impact of the theme of nonviolence in education, in general, a sort of lack of inspiration, a strong image that leads to growth and organisation of activities is noted.  It was mentioned that without application in a specific conflict or without a strong event like the World March, it is difficult to advance.  In other words, our potential is much greater that what we are actually doing at the moment.  It was also noted that a lot of this has to do with the subject of the disciplines launched by the School and in its moment proposed as a priority, and which is planned to come to an end on the 8th of January.
So it seems interesting to us to advance in an image that may, once more, inspire our people in the base teams and give the possibility for growth both within countries as much as to new countries, without imposing anything, but rather proposing something to which people can join in or not according to their interests, and with the scale of size that each base team wants.

Rafa said that a scheme is being developed that hopefully serves this purpose and that can be developed in these weeks that come to be launched officially in the physical meeting of the WCT in Madrid or Toledo Park in February 2011 to be implemented in October or November of the same year.
